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The grey mold pathogen, Botrytis cinerea, as well as other Botrytis species and the closely related white mold fungus Sclerotinia sclerotiorum, are major threats for crop productions in a large variety of field and greenhouse cultures. The availability of complete genome sequences for B. cinerea and S. sclerotiorum, and the application of molecular techniques have increased remarkably our knowledge of the biology of these fungi. In my lecture, I will highlight some of the major discoveries of the last years in a synoptic view, and provide also recent data from my own research group.
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
