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Industry has been engaged to counteract Botrytis infections and their adverse effects for more than hundred years. Chemical control remains the main way to reduce grey mould on major crops, thus securing harvest value and quality. 
Different modes of action of synthetic botryticides will be discussed and combined efforts of the major industries to avoid or minimize the adverse effects of resistance will be described. Activities within Bayer Cropscience to discover new modes of action and new antifungal compounds will be presented. Furthermore the integration of products into the food chain by a "Food Chain Partnership" gaining value and safety of food will be introduced.
